ina Jarrett, Executive Director

of Main Street Paragould, said,

“We have done a good job of
supporting existing businesses, but we
can do better.
“Some people used to think ‘it’s not
here’ or ‘it's not good enough’ here
when they are shopping,” she said.
“You can’t purchase everything here,
but you can purchase a lot.
“At Main Street, it's our job to promote
downtown. Maybe we’re not constantly
doing itin the whole community. Seasonal
shopping offers a financial boost but we
constantly need a reminder to promote,
promote, promote.”
Jarrett said a national move several
years ago called the 3/50 Project
was designed to lead consumers to a
better understanding of how important
shopping locally is.
“Its scope was to take the three
businesses you frequent the most and
commit to spending $50 per month
in each,” she said, “because what
would you do if the coffee shop, or
the gift shop or the restaurant you like
the most was gone? Recently, we've
lost some businesses that have been
here forever. It's sad, but it’s a sign of
the times. Yet, Downtown has lots of
expansions, lots of taking the adjacent
storefront spaces and utilizing them.”
Jarrett was discussing economic
development in the city and the role
her organization shares with the entire
community.
She referenced area schools, calling
them “abig plus” in helping the economy
thrive. “They foster creativity with band,
drama, thespians,” she said. “Those
students are more involved in those things
and then their parents and grandparents

are more likely to get involved and that
continues to foster a desire for arts,
drama, music ... these kids may continue
their education in those areas and become
the next to partner with leaders in our
community to play an active part.”
She said our schools” promotion of the
arts helps foster interest in them for
years to come. “The talent was always
here, whether vyou're talking
about visual, musical, theatrical,”
she said. “We have so many talented
people. The schools are helping
build an awareness of art, and music,
and arts and crafts, even handmade
purposeful items that can be used. That's
becoming more important and this is
money invested in us. It gives people a
reason to come Downtown. Events like
First Thursdays, arts and crafts festivals,
artists, our bakeries ... they all provide
a chance for us to show off what we
have. Art, music ... creativity gets more
exposure and that draws people
to an event.”
Paragould’s downtown area has enjoyed
a growth spurt and a rebirth as a place
to eat, shop and stroll. Jarrett said the
national trend is one of moving back to
downtowns, so it is important to provide
services for those who choose to eat and
shop there.
“We grew up in the day of window
shopping; it's making a comeback,” Jarrett
said. “In order for your downtown to
work, though, you have to be attractive,
welcoming, vibrant and safe. Building by
building with the facade, signs, colorful
awnings ... it has to be inviting. It's the
experience you offer. Yes, you're shopping
but you're strolling while you
experience it.” ¢

industries to Jonesboro's city limits has evolved in the past

30 years into a need for a larger, more detailed project to
bring even more businesses into the area.

Leaders of Jonesboro in 1985 recognized a strategic plan was
needed and identified industrial property to be purchased,
Mark Young, president of the Jonesboro Chamber of Commerce,
explained. What began as 750 acres for an industrial park has since
expanded to more than 1,500 acres over the past three decades.
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Also, we try to make sure the highways are
sufficient for manufacturing and retail and other
entities to travel and to get to our community
easily, and also so that product can go out.”
Assessing issues related to health care, local
education systems, and the availability of utilities
needed to attract businesses and individuals to
Paragould is another role of the Chamber. “We
all think everyone has electric, cable, Wi-Fi,”
McGowan said, “but that’s not the case in all
communities. Our job is to make sure someone
makes it work.”

Gaskill said for a city to consistently be able to
keep up with growth and change, foresight is
required of its leaders.

“One thing we did, maybe a decade ago, was
develop a future land use plan for all the land
in Paragould,” he said. “Where we would
automatically rezone for commercial, and so on.
We had a guy look at some proposed arterial
transportation to connect roads for the future.
The bypass is a huge thing. It's starting this
year, but it's been on the books for a long, long,
long time. You don’t want to find yourself in a
situation where you say, ‘Now what are you
going to do?” You have to have a strategic plan.

We're continually looking at growth. When we
bought the property for the Community Center
we felt that going south is where the growth
would happen first, and as you see, it's beginning
to happen.”

McGowan credited Paragould’s leaders of the
past with having a good grasp of what the city
could become. “Our forefathers were great at
staying ahead of the curve,” she said. “They
could see that change for the better was coming.
When dealing with change you have to look at
the overall effect, not just one sector.”
Obviously, with major growth comes a new set
of issues. Where will people live? Where will
they work? Will the current streets and roads
handle the expected increase in traffic?

“Some things that happen, you keep your fingers
crossed,” Gaskill said. “But you need to be
prepared for any growth you come under directly.
You can see what's happening with our schools;
they are continuing to grow. You have to look
at the amount of population growth with each
decade. The more you have, the more you
need residential areas. The more you have,
the more commercial areas come in to play.

All of that is addressed in the planning
of the utility, the economic development
group, the city and the Chamber
of Commerce. You have to be able to
anticipate, to be prepared for it, because
it happens quickly ... you have to plan,
plan, plan.

“I'm a firm believer that if you get to
the point where you're satisfied — like
when you're running a race and you
stop to catch your breath — everyone
else will pass you by,” he said.

While planning ahead is vital for growth,
so is making use of existing assets
like buildings, schools and people.
Gina Jarrett, Executive Director of Main
Street Paragould, said, “One thing for
all of us in economic development,
whether you're a corporation or a
small business: It all comes back to the
quality of life. Younger folks are going
somewhere that they want to live,
somewhere that offers what they want,
then finding a job. That was unheard of
in the past. You had to have a job first.
So now, a place has to be livable to keep
its people. And then, the people have
to make an effort to take advantage of
what's there.”

Gaskill reiterated that theme.”We’'ve
been good at realizing that a generation
of people coming up have to be willing
to work for the community,” he said.
“This generation, and the one before
that, and the one before that took pride
in Paragould and made it what it is
today.

For instance, in 1955 when our Chamber
and leaders were recruiting Emerson
Electric to come to Paragould, Emerson
said before it would come here we
would have to have a hotel, an airport
and zoning laws. We got those three
things done so Emerson would come
to Paragould and just think what it
has meant to the community for all the
years.

“The generation coming up has to
extend that and get involved in local
things. That's one good thing Leadership
Paragould does; it opens the doors for
them to see what it takes to grow a
community. If I decide I want to live in
a community, I need to be a part of it so
I am satisfied that we can keep it where
it'’s at. We have actively grown our
community. One reason Paragould is so
successful is that while not everything
is perfect, we have people willing to
oversee it and keep it strong.”
Through seminars and networking,
the Chamber seeks to educate the local
citizenry as to what it takes to be a part
of a community on the move. “Whether
it’s a small business of even one person
or a business employing 1,500,”
McGowan said, “every citizen of
Paragould plays a part. Whether it's
volunteering to help an elderly neighbor
or citizens voting to pay a sales
tax to build an entity such as the
Community Center -- it doesn’t matter
your status, we all play a part.”

y wife and I have a number of

similar likes and dislikes, possibly

contributing to our long and happy
marriage. There are several of those instances,
however, where the “opposites attract” theory
comes into play. For example, when we were
kids my family went to ballgames, hers went
to the lake; my family generally found a
homestead and stayed put, hers moved often as
her dad followed the construction industry to
wherever work led them.
But the biggest area where we don’t see eye to eye
is in our opinions of the automobile and its role in
family life. My approach is very basic: I don’t care
what a vehicle looks like and I don’t need all of
today’s fancy doo-dads. As far as 'm concerned,
all these electronic playthings today’s vehicles
feature are just more things that can tear up and
require expensive and time-consuming repairs.
When I turn the key, I want the car to start and
get me to and from my appointed destination. I
would like to have air conditioning in the summer
and heat in the winter, but if they don’t work I
know how to roll down a window or wear warmer
clothes. If the radio works and I can listen to music
from my era or to a sports talk show, that's good;
if not, I can sing or even interview myself. That’s
all I need.
Cindy says if it were up to me we’d be driving a
covered wagon, but that's not necessarily true; I
think the cover is unnecessary. The basic wagon
is good enough.
For part of my childhood our family had only one
vehicle, shared by Mom and Dad as they juggled
their work schedules around the transportation
issue. Later on, Mom had a car to get us around
town while Dad had another to further his new
career as a travelling salesman. Neither my sister
nor I had a car of our own at any time while we
were in high school, and our parents’ vehicles
would always top the 100,000-mile barrier before
being traded away.
Cindy’s family, on the other hand, had cars all
over the place and they didn’t let them cast a
very long shadow. When we were dating I often
thought they had company when I stopped by,
only to learn that one of them had gotten yet
another new car or truck. Her brother used to call
me and say, “I waved at you on the highway a few
minutes ago, and you ignored me,” and I would
truthfully answer, “Sorry. I have no idea what
you're driving this week.”
So every once in a while I just have to give in
and go along when the wife has a new car on her
mind, even if she really isn’t going to buy one. She
enjoys looking at them and sitting in them and
daydreaming about driving a luxury vehicle,
which to me is just time away from whatever
ballgame is on the TV.
We did the car shopping thing recently and I
played along, feigning interest while coming to
the realization that I'm not actually smart enough
to own a new vehicle. We were looking at an
SUV and Cindy told me to raise the back hatch,
to which I was forced to respond, “I don’t know
how.”



I pushed the only button in sight, but it apparently
unlocked the window atop the hatch and signaled
the main computer not to open the back door.
Once that obstacle was finally overcome and she
told me to go ahead and close it, I had to say, “I
don’t know how.”

Another button, another beepy noise, another
setback.

Trying to get to the driver’s seat was even worse.
I opened the driver-side door and Cindy said,
“You'll have to unlock my door before I can
getin.”

“I don’t know how,” I said, staring down at the
armrest and its accompanying icons. One looked
like a TV screen, one beside it like a compass and
still another resembled a broccoli floret. When I
was a kid the door was pretty simple to decipher.
At the top, where the window disappeared into
the door, was a knob; push it down to lock and
pull up to unlock. Just ahead of the armrest was
a crank to roll the window up or down, and
centrally located on the door panel was the handle
to open the door. It didn’t matter what make
or model you were in, you knew where all the
important stuff was and how to work it.

On the dashboard, there were two levers you
pushed from side to side to control the temperature.
One ranged back and forth to designate Air, Heat,
Vent and Defrost; the other went from hot to cold.
The radio had the on/off/volume button to the
left and the tuner to the right. The five buttons
below them could be programmed to tune in your
favorite stations and, if you were really lucky
or high-class, there might be a button to switch
between AM and FM stations. Simple. Easy. Do-able.
This modern vehicle we were in had more of a
futuristic look. There were buttons and display
screens for everything. I felt like I was in the pilot’s
seat of a NASA product, needing to punch in the
correct launch codes before takeoff. Everywhere I
turned there were lights and pictures and words
... way too complicated for an old ballplayer.
Touch a screen and it gives you all sorts of radio
options, hit it again and it will answer your phone
and send emails and, I think, start cooking your
supper and possibly do some laundry. Punch on
this screen and you can see behind you without
even turning around or do still something else
and you can program in your destination and the
vehicle will talk to you and let you know you just
missed your exit.

It doesn’t have a key to start the engine. I pushed
a button, as directed, and either started the car
or fired a missile at the one behind me, James
Bond-style.

We bought it, because I was told we really needed
that million-station radio and the sunroof, which
I can’t open. That covered wagon is looking better
all the time. *
